Thank you for choosing the Mitsubishi integrated FA Software MELSOFT Series. 
In order to use this product, install the component to the personal computer according to the following procedure. 

 

[Procedures for Installing and Uninstalling] 
• Make sure to close all running applications before installation. 
 Installation under running another application may cause abnormal operation of the product. 
• When installing multiple products, install the GX Developer first. 
• When using any of the following operating systems, log on as a user who has the administrator attributes. 

Windows Vista R *1, Windows R XP*2, Microsoft R Windows R 2000 Professional Operating System, Microsoft R Windows 
NT R Workstation Operating System Version 4.0 

• Along with this document, refer to the manual on the CD-ROM provided with the product to learn about 
the operating environment and the procedures for installing and uninstalling. 

• When installing MELSOFT to a Windows Vista R -based personal computer, read the technical bulletin

(Screen 3) Restart the personal computer according 
to the instruction on the screen. 

(Screen 4) Select "This program installed 
correctly". 
Do not choose "Reinstall using 
recommended settings", because 
the installer installs an incorrect 
module. 

  
 

• If you install this product while running the PWS (Personal Web Server), [ComponentMoveData Error 
Information] will be displayed and the product may not be installed properly. In case of the error, close the 
PWS and restart the personal computer, and then try installing the product again. 

• The following screen will appear when the product is installed for the first time or the USB Driver is 
installed under Windows R XP. In this case, click "Continue Anyway" and continue the installation. 
(We have checked the operation and assured that the system operates without any problem by 
performing this procedure.)

(2) Uninstallation procedure 
1. Uninstall the product from the control panel of Windows R .
